Open Access articles are freely available on the 
internet, permitting any users to read, download, 
copy, distribute, print, link to full text, index, pass 
them as data to software, or use them for any 
other lawful purpose […].

Preferred route 
to open access



95-100% OA = GOAL ACHIEVED?

o The preferred (gold) route is not always taken (e.g., ‘missed deals’)

o How far can the current model takes us? (Transformative agreements)

o Restrictive licenses as default, and lack of awareness to change it

o Authors are the copyright holders, but sometimes give away 
management rights (who does that benefit?)

o Who counts as an author?  Allowing us to apply Dutch copyright law



HOW TO DEFINE SUCCESS IN
OPEN SCHOLARLY COMMUNICATION?

o Scientists make their research plans and methods available and 
reusable asap (preregistration, registered reports)

o Scientists take measures to ensure all derivations of their work remain 
as open as possible (Right Retentions Strategy)

o Scientists do not feel pressured to publish all the time, but value and use 
forms of (scholarly) communication (Citizen Science)

o Institutions steer towards more sustainable and effective models that 
improve Open Access and Open Science (Diamond OA, S2O, RRS, ???)
