Changes in the Teaching and Examination Regulations (‘OER”) and the Rules and Regulations of the Examination Boards (R&R) for the academic year 2013-2014, that are important for students of the School of MG
Please Notice: this is a revised version of the document that was sent to our SMG Bachelor’s students and published at the SMG website in July 2013. The changes with respect to the original document are printed in bold and in italic.  
A.
OER (Teaching and Examination Regulations)
The OER establishes the prevailing procedures and rights and obligations with respect to teaching and exams/examinations. Also, it reflects a number of practical arrangements. 
The Teaching and Examination Regulations for 2013-2014 are included in the School’s Student charter for the Bachelor’s programmes and the charter for the Master’s programmes. A first, provisional version of these charters, without the new Rules and Regulations of the Examinations Boards, are published on the ‘Education’ section of SMG’s website (click here). These will be replaced by the final version before the start of the upcoming academic year.
Most important changes compared to the 2012-2013 OER
a. Bachelor’s and Master’s OER
· With the introduction of the new Twente Education Model (TEM, or TOM in Dutch) the term “exam” does no longer stand for a kind of final test of a unit of study, from now on it is considered to be the result of an arithmetic calculation based on a series of test results.  What we used to call (written or oral) “exam” will be called now (written or oral) “test”. The  term “exam resit” has correspondingly been replaced by “test resit”.  

Please notice: for the courses of the ‘old’ Bachelor’s programmes “exam” and final test may still coincide, in particular in courses with only one test (written, or otherwise). 
· The right to view model exam questions or practice exams or representative past exams has been abolished. It was felt that there a formal rule in this sense is no longer needed, since lecturers are expected to give their students insight into the kind of questions or assignments they can expect for a test whenever this is essential for their preparation for this test
· Registration for a unit of study (course, module) replaces the registration for an exam. From 1 September on registering for a unit of study automatically leads to registration for the tests that form part of this unit of study. This holds for the TOM bachelor’s modules, but also for the master’s courses and the ‘old’ bachelor’s courses. 

Please notice: 

· Resits will still require special registration (which means that you yourself will have to register for the resit(s) of the test(s) that you failed, if a second chance is offered/allowed)
· Students (bachelor or master) who already participated in a course in an earlier phase and only have to take the concluding test may register directly for that test, without prior registration for the course 
· If circumstances beyond your control make it impossible for you to take a test of a TOM-module that you are registered for, you must inform your study adviser as soon as possible and include the details of the prohibiting ‘force majeure’. If you fail to do so and you do not take the test, this will be recorded as a ‘fail’
Please notice: for written tests of the courses of the ‘old’ (non-TOM) Bachelor’s programmes the rules and procedures for deregistering are unchanged: you can deregister until midnight (24:00) of the day before the day of the test. Failure to appear for a (non-TOM) test you are registered for, without having deregistered on time, will be recorded in the SIS as a ‘fail’.
b. Bachelor’s OER only
The implementation of the ‘TOM’ model in the first year of the Bachelor’s programmes brings along two important changes in the rights and obligation of the students:

· The abolishment of the ‘third attempt rule’. To take a third (or higher) attempt to pass a test/exam a student therefore no longer needs to ask permission of the Examination Board. The reason behind this is that students of the generations 2012 and earlier are expected to do the utmost to finish the ‘old’ programme in time and in doing so prevent being overtaken by the implementation of the second and/or third year of the new TOM-bachelor. In this way they avoid any negative consequences related to the transitional rules governing the anticipated termination of the ‘old’ programme in the next years
· The abolishment of the propedeutic exam. A transitional rule has been drawn up for students of the generations 2012 and earlier: they will still be entitled to a propedeutic diploma if they finish the first year (B1) before 1 September 2014. You can find this rule in the annex to the common parts of the Bachelor’s  OER. 
· The article on the ‘free’ or ‘individual’ minor is no longer included, since in the TOM Bachelor the first semester of B3 may receive a wider elective status than it has now. However, this is not to say that the minor and the ‘free’ or ‘individual’ minor has disappeared for those students who want to finish the current (‘old’) Bachelor’s programme: it still exists of course. Please check the major-minor website for the relevant information, including any changes in the minor programmes at offer.
B.
Rules and Regulations of the Examination Boards (R&R)
The Examination Boards of the School of Management and Governance have agreed on a common set of rules governing their tasks and authorities and have recorded these in the so-called ‘Rules and Regulations of the Examination Boards’. These rules and regulations, which therefore apply to all of SMG’s educational programmes, are included in the academic section of the Bachelor’s students’ charter and Master’s students’ charter. These charters can be found on the School’s Education webpages. 
Changes in comparison to the 2012-2013 Rules & Regulations:
The Rules & Regulations have been reorganized and partly rewritten, in an effort to attune the Rules Regulations of all UT faculties/programmes. This has however no mayor consequences for our (SMG) students. Yet, there are two elements which may require your attention:
· The ‘Rules in event of emergencies’ and the ‘Measures in event of fraud’ (articles 7 and 8 of the former R&R) are now included  in appendix 2 ‘Code of order for exams and tests’, together with rules governing written exams (formerly included in art. 5). At the same time, the text on the measures in event of fraud was slightly expanded. We advise all our students to read this appendix well!
· In the course of 2012/2013 the rules and procedure governing the confidentiality of final project reports (bachelor’s and master’s theses) were revised. The new rules and procedure, included in article 13 par. 2 of the new R&R,  must be strictly respected from 1 September 2013 onward. So, if you start or started your Bachelor’s or Master’s thesis project after that date, then please read article 13 par. 2 with due attention, so you can prevent any bad surprise in case the firm/organization commissioning the project demands the report or parts thereof to be confidential.
