Guideline Inspection and discussion of assessment in crisis situation (COVID 19)
In response to questions and concerns from examiners about upcoming remote test inspection the examination board hereby informs you about students’ rights regarding test inspection. We understand that the ‘risks’ (extra uncontrolled exposure of test materials) are different for different kinds of tests and courses. In consequence, there does not seem to be a one size fits all solution. With this letter we want to provide the programs with information to make a well-advised decision on the design of the test inspection procedure. We also want to express our trust in all examiners to do so without consultation of us, but are open to discussion if examiners or the program are in doubt whether their approach adheres to the regulations. 
The teacher is free to alter the format of the test inspection taking into account the purposes of test inspection, students’ rights, and possible effects remote test inspection might have on future test reliability and validity (caused by students copying or recording the test materials). If necessary, the Examination Board supports the decision to delay detailed test inspection as long as students receive enough information to understand the grading of their test and to properly prepare for the retake. Hence, in this case, a slimmed down version or alternative test inspection should be provided on students request. 
In addition to the above, we like to highlight the following regulation: “the student has a right to inspect the assessed work for a period of two years.” If a students’ purpose for test inspection is not urgent (for instance, checking of the calculation of their test score) and the teacher finds that such an inspection cannot be organized remote (because of the risks or practical implications), the Examination Board supports an examiners decision to postpone this inspection to a later moment (when physical inspection is possible). 

Information regarding test inspection that should be taken into account

Purpose of test inspection

The Examination Board interprets the purpose of test inspection as being twofold. First, students receive information to reflect on their understanding and become aware of misconceptions or knowledge gaps. This enables them to fix missing information or misconception and optimize their preparation for future tests. Second, students receive information about the calculation of their test score and have the chance to check the calculation and discuss this with their teacher. 
Problems/risk with remote online inspection

With remote online inspection there is no possibility to prevent students from recording or copying test materials (e.g.,  model answers, test keys, items). Depending on the course and test design this might impact future test outcomes. The impact of this problem differs per course/test and the teacher can best assess possible effects this might have and whether an alternative forms of test inspection is necessary.
Regulations
BSc EER:

1)
The student is entitled to inspect and discuss his test/exam together with the examiner, and were the examiner is to explain the assessment. 

2)
If the examiner plans a collective discussion, the student needs to attend this meeting to keep his right for discussion as mentioned in paragraph 1. If a student isn’t able to attend this collective discussion or if there is no opportunity for the student to discuss the assessment of his exam/test with the examiner, a student can, within five (5) working days after the collective discussion, submit a request to the examiner for an individual discussion. The individual discussion should at least take place three (3) working days prior to the next test/exam opportunity. 

3)
If there is no collective discussion of the test, then a student may submit a request to the examiner for an individual discussion within ten (10) days after publication of the results. The individual discussion must take place no later than three (3) working days prior to the next test/exam opportunity. 

4)
The collective or individual discussion must take place no later than five (5) weeks after the publication of the test results, but at least three (3) working days prior to the next test opportunity, in the presence of the examiner or a designated substitute. 

5)
The student has a right to inspect his assessed work for a period of two (2) years following the assessment.

6)
The student may not make duplicates or copies of the test materials in any way during the inspection of his work, unless specified differently by the responsible examiner. 

MSc EER:

1)
The student is entitled to a clarification of the results of a test from the examiner, whereby the examiner substantiates the assessment that was given. If no collective discussion of the results is held, the student may submit a request for an individual discussion of the results to the examiner within ten working days of publication of the test results. The discussion must take place at the latest five weeks after the publication of the test results, in the presence of the examiner or an authorized replacement. 

2)
The student has the right to inspect his or her work for a period of two years after the assessment. 

3)
The student may not make duplicates or copies of the test materials in any way during the inspection of his work, unless specified differently by the responsible examiner. 
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
